WBIF funds to pay. HDR said work to be done downstream. Corey stated washout upstream. 

Matt Fischer shared there is one million in funds available. Nicole will let them know. 

   

Project updates were given by Peter Nelson-Pennington SWCD, Nicole Bernd-West Polk 

SWCD, Travis Nelson-Red Lake County SWCD, and Corey Hanson-Red Lake Watershed 

District. Matt Fischer said start cultural review soon. DNR is involved with the project. Taylor 

Leback is working with Pheasants Forever and landowners on CRP and incentive payments.  

 

Sorenson stated this year they are removing the old wood bridge and replacing it with box 

culverts on County line.  

 

The shared Coordinator position was discussed. Coordinator Peter Nelson is putting together the 

job description. The Committee members are all on board to go forward with filling this 

position. 

 

The next Policy Committee meeting will be held on August 12, 2026, at the RLWD office at 

9:30 am.
